Total Information Awareness:
ACLU Highlights Real-Life Threat
of Pentagon Super-Snoop Program
to Average Americans

The American Civil Liberties Union recently warned
against the likely ineffectiveness of and danger to average
Americans posed by the vast cyber-surveillance system
known as Total Information Awareness (TIA). "The
Pentagon’s plan for the most extensive data surveillance
network in history will have real effects on real Americans,"”
Katie Corrigan, an ACLU Legislative Counsel, told a
nationwide teleconference with reporters and editors. "It
will place millions of innocent Americans under
government scrutiny in an epidemic of privacy invasions."

TIA developers, led by former Reagan National Security
Adviser John Poindexter, intend to create an infrastructure
to allow the government to use "data-mining" technology to
track and monitor, among many other things, innocent
Americans’ financial, health, travel and credit card records.
The program has been billed as an anti-terrorism tool,;
however, many technical experts question its viability, and
civil liberties and privacy advocates oppose the system for
its potentially disastrous effects on core freedoms.

TIA may be the closest thing to a true "Big Brother"
program that has ever been seriously contemplated in the
United States. It is based on a vision of pulling together as
much information as possible about as many people as
possible into an "ultra-large-scale” database, making that
information available to government officials, and sorting
through it to try to identify terrorists. Since the amount of
public and private information in our lives is growing by
leaps and bounds every week, a government project that
seeks to put all that information together is a radical and
frightening thing.

Representatives of a broad, right- and left-leaning coalition,
which includes Americans for Tax Reform, the Center for
Democracy and Technology, the Eagle Forum, the
Electronic Frontier Foundation, the Electronic Privacy
Information Center, the Free Congress Foundation and
People for the American Way, join ACLU in raising grave
concerns about TIA. Misgivings focus on the practical
dangers inherent in TIA for average Americans and how the
system will erode the ability of individuals across the
country to maintain control over their personal information.

Concern has been mounting in Washington. Earlier this
year, the Senate unanimously agreed to legislation offered
by Sen. Ron Wyden (D-OR), which was a crucial first step
in protecting civil liberties and privacy in America. The
Wyden Amendment must pass through conference
committee intact to become law. To learn more about TIA
and about recent developments, go to the national ACLU
web site, www.aclu.org.

Laura Murphy, Director of the Washington National Office
of the American Civil Liberties Union and featured speaker
for the ACLU of Colorado annual meeting, chose to speak
on ACLU?’s newest national campaign, "Safe and Free: The
State of Civil Liberties Post 9-11."

ACLU has been successful in fighting back some of the
most egregious components of the USA PATRIOT Act.
However, very troublesome measures such as the right to
"sneak and peak" searches and government’s unfettered
access to personal records remained intact. ACLU has also
been successful in defeating the proposed TIPS program — a
program encouraging utility company workers, cable
company employees, postal carriers and a wide range of
others who have access into the privacy of others’ homes to
report "suspicious" findings to the government.

This administration’s newest endeavor, the Domestic
Security Enhancement Act 2003, otherwise known as "USA
PATRIOT Act II," is even more egregious than its
predecessor.
