CALL TO ACTION 

Issue at stake
Around 900 kids ages 10-12 are arrested 
each year in Colorado. 20% of them are 
Black even though Black children make 
up less than 7% of 10–12-year olds in 
Colorado.

What does this bill do?
Ends the prosecution of 10–12-year-
olds, except in cases of a homicide 
and sexual assault.

What can you do? 

Post on social media! 
• SAMPLE POST - HB22-1131 will end 

the prosecution of children 12 years & 
younger and empower alternative child-
serving systems like mental health, 
education, and child welfare to address 
misbehavior and deliver treatment and 
family supports instead of prosecution. 

• SAMPLE POST - Prosecuting 
children 12 and younger harms them, 
disproportionately impacts children of 
color, AND is more expensive and less 
effective than alternative interventions. 
Support HB22-1131 to ensure Colorado 
children receive the support they need!
